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Our English Language Department offers
personalized and engaging learning experiences
through various programs and activities, catering
to different learning styles and abilities to help
each student reach their full potential in English
proficiency.

A personalized learning and reading program using
the SRA Reading Laboratory on Loilonotes, allowing
students to work at their own pace and develop
independent reading skills both in school and at
home.

Our curriculum is differentiated, tailored to meet the
needs of individual students based on diagnostic
testing. This approach moves away from 'teaching to
the middle' and allows students to learn in ways that
suit their learning styles, interests, and abilities.

Our native English-speaking teachers provide small
group oral and writing training to students, with a
low teacher-student ratio of 1:4-5. This allows for
personalized feedback and exposure to the language
is widened.

Our English Language Department provides a cozy
café, Café de Chan Wong, with indoor and outdoor
seating for students to interact freely with native
English speakers. This provides an authentic English
speaking environment for students to practice and
experience oral communication.

Our English learning activities, including English
Week and Life Wide Learning Day, provide
immersive and experiential learning opportunities
that allow students to learn in authentic contexts and
settings, helping them achieve learning goals beyond
the classroom.

We offer an assembly programme called "Time Out!"
which showcases students' talents and achievements
while developing their presentation skills. English
Language teachers provide guidance on performing,
presenting, and mastering ceremonies and game
shows hosted by students.
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
